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On November 29, 2023, almost 50 fourth-year students from the study programs “Industrial Clothing
Design”, “Design and Printing Technologies” and “Textile and Clothing Design Technology”, Design
Department of the Technical University of Moldova (TUM) have participated in a seminar organized
by the State Agency on Intellectual Property (AGEPI).
