The
participants in the Contest of Business Plans for Young People-2015 had the opportunity to compete
for business initiation grants, gained knowledge in developing a successful business plan, and were
supported and guided by professional mentors in the field.

The contest took place in the period March - June this year, in several stages, which included the
selection of participants, training, written and verbal presentation of business plans and finally, the
appointment of the 21 winners.
