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The Parliament of the Republic of Moldova voted in the first reading, on February 5, 2026, the draft
of the Law on Topographies of Semiconductor Products, a normative act aimed at modernizing
the national legal framework in the field of topography protection and aligning it with European
Union standards.

The draft aims to update the national normative framework in the field, align it with European Union
standards and strengthen legal protection for rightholders. The adoption of the law will contribute to
the fulfillment of the commitments of the Republic of Moldova in the process of accession to the
European Union and to the stimulation of the economic progress based on innovations.

The draft law aims to update the legislation in force, in accordance with new technological
developments and needs of the innovative environment, as well as the full transposition of relevant
EU acts in the field of legal protection of topographies of semiconductor products. At the same time,
the document provides for the improvement of the procedures of examination of applications for
registration and grant of protection titles, increasing efficiency and legal predictability.

Through the new regulations, the main beneficiaries - applicants and holders of topographies of
semiconductor products - will have access to:

clear, efficient registration procedures that comply with European Union standards;
consolidated legal protection, conferred by the registration certificate;

effective protection mechanisms in the event of infringement of rights;

guarantees on the appropriate exploitation of the rights confirmed by the protection title.

The development of the draft is a national priority, being included in the National Regulations Plan
for 2025, approved by Government Decision No 841/2024, as well as in the National Programme for
Accession of the Republic of Moldova to the European Union for 2025-2029, approved by
Government Decision No 306/2025, Chapter 7 “Intellectual Property Law”.

The draft law ensures the full transposition of:

e Council Directive 87/54/EEC of 16 December 1986 on the legal protection of topographies of
semiconductor products;

e Directive 2004/48/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 29 April 2004 on the
enforcement of intellectual property rights.

By promoting this draft normative act, the Republic of Moldova consolidates its commitments
assumed in the process of accession to the European Union and creates the necessary premises for
economic development based on innovations and advanced technologies.

 Directivei Consiliului 87/54/CEE din 16 decembrie 1986 privind protectia juridica a
topografiilor produselor din materiale semiconductoare;

e Directivei 2004/48/CE a Parlamentului European si a Consiliului din 29 aprilie 2004 privind
respectarea drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala.

Prin promovarea acestui proiect de act normativ, Republica Moldova fisi consolideaza angajamentele
asumate in procesul de aderare la Uniunea Europeana si creeaza premisele necesare pentru
dezvoltarea economica bazata pe inovatii si tehnologii avansate.
